È Measurement and dissemination of health outcomes should 
become mandatory for every provider and every medical 
condition. 

È Results data notonly will drive providers and health plans to 
improve outcomes and efficiency but also will help patients and 
health plans choose the best provider teams for their medical 
circumstances.

È Outcomes must be measured over the full cycle of care for a 
medical condition, not separately for each intervention. 

È Outcomes of care are inherently multidimensional, including not 
only survival but also the degree of health or recovery achieved, 
the time needed for recovery, the discomfort of care, and the 
sustainability of recovery.

È Outcomes must be adjusted for patients' initial conditions to 
eliminate bias against patients with complex cases.
